Felisha Legette-Jack

Head Coach, Indiana University

Coach Legette-Jack is a graduate of Syracuse University

where, during her basketball career, she scored 1526

] points and became the all time leading rebounder in school

m history. She was Big East Rookie of the year in 1985 and is
an inductee into the Greater Syracuse Hall of Fame, The

Syracuse Urban League Hall of Fame and the Syracuse

University Orange Plus Hall of Fame. Coach Legette-Jack was one of 15

players named to the Big East Conference Silver Anniversary Team on 2004.

She began here coaching career at the high school level in Syracuse
before joining the college ranks as an assistant at Boston College, Syracuse
and Michigan State. In her first head coaching position at Hofstra, Coach
Legette earned conference Coach of the Year honors during the 2003-04
season.

Before arriving in Bloomington, Felisha served on two USA basketball
Gold Medal winning coaching staffs. She was named the eighth head
women’s basketball coach at Indiana University on April 19, 2006, and led
the Hoosiers to a season opening 7-1 mark, the best start since the 2000-01
squad led off that year with a 7-0 record. During the Legette-Jack era the
Hoosiers have qualified for two post season tournaments.

Brad Stevens

Head Coach, Butler University
Brad is a Zionsville High School graduate and has a B.
~ A. degree in Economics from DePauw University where he
" was a four year member and captain of the Basketball
_ | team.

He left a position as a marketing associate at Eli Lilly
to pursue a career in basketball coaching. He served as a
volunteer at the Carmel High School before becoming a
Volunteer on Thad Matta's staff at Butler University in the fall of 2000. He
also served as Coordinator of Basketball Operations and for six seasons was
an Assistant on Todd Lickliter’s staff. Three days after Lickliter was named
head coach at the University of lowa, Coach Stevens became the third con-
secutive former Butler Assistant to be named Head Coach.

In his first season as Headman, Coach Stevens led the Bulldogs to a 29-
3 regular season record, a #12 National Ranking and a regular season and
tournament Horizon League Championship. Coach Stevens will speak about
“How to utilize the undersized player”.

Rick Majerus

Head Coach, St. Louis University
After coaching stints with Marquette, the NBA Milwaukee
Bucks, Ball State, and Utah, Rick is currently head man at St.
Louis University, he previously served as an ESPN and CBS
basketball analyst. in 32 years on the bench as a head
coach or assistant coach, he'’s been part of 734 wins, 27
= post season appearances, three NCAA Final Fours slots, a
NIT semi-finalist and one national championship. He joined
St. Louis University this year as head coach to rejuvenate the program.

Sean Miller

Head Coach, Xavier University

Sean probably has more job security than anyone currently.
He recently signed a contract that runs through 2016. And
why not! He's been head coach, associate or assistant for 12
teams that have advanced to post season play in his first 15
!_ years! Sean came to Xavier after coaching stops at North
Carolina State, his alma mater Pitisburgh '92, Miami (OH),
and Wisconsin. In his first three years as Xavier’s head man, he's averaged
21 wins per season. He was Thad Matta’s right hand man for three years
with the Musketeers when they had three consecutive 26 win seasons. His
2007 team finished 25-9, won the Atlantic 10 championship and earned
Xavier's second straight NCAA bid. As of late February, Miller's 2007-08
team was rated 10th in the nation with a 24-4 record. The team already has
assured itself of an Atlantic 10 championship.

Greg Tonagel

Head Coach, Indiana Wesleyan University

In two short years, former Laporte H.S. and Valparaiso
University star Greg Tonagel has led Wesleyan’s Wildcats
to a conference runner-up spot in his first season and an
“Elite 8” finish in last year’s NAIA national tournament with
a 30-5 record. As one of the nation’s youngest head
coaches, he has a 47-19 record. Prior to his current posi-
tion, Tonagel served as the director of basketball operations at Valparaiso
University. In high school he let LaPorte to the last single class state finals in
1997 and was an Indiana All-Star.

A graduate of John Glenn High School, Jason went on to
play for Mike Lightfoot at Bethel College which won a
national championship. He later taught at West Central
High School for two years and then became junior varsity
coach at Triton from 2000-2005. His squads have done
progressively better each year, starting at 4-17 in 2004-05. The Trojans
finished the season 25-2 and won the 1A State Championship.

Tom is a 1983 graduate of the University of Indianapolis.
He was an assistant at Merrillville and Chesterton before
assuming the Trojans’ head coach position in 2003. This

Dori Downing

District 1 - Calumet

A native of northern Indiana, Dori graduated from
Munster H.S. where she played basketball and ran track.
She played basketball at Purdue's Calumet campus.

Dori began her coaching career at E.C. Central as
the Junior Varsity coach from 1990 to 1996. At Calumet
the past 12 seasons, her teams won divisional championships in 2002 and
2003, won four sectional titles and she was a Junior All-Star coach in 2004.

This past season, her team set school records for most wins (20) and the
longest winning streak (11). Calumet won their sectional and finished the
season 20-5 after being eliminated in the regional.

Kem Zolman

District 1 - Wawasee High School

After five years as boys’ Junior High coach at his alma
mater, Churubusco, Kem added two more years' season-
ing at Bloomington South then joined the Wawasee boys’
team as JV and varsity assistant for 10 years.

Hoosier Hysteria and March Madness are Synonymous

School administrator, coach, referee, historian,
author and hall of framer Herb Schwomeyer coined
the phrase Hoosier Hysteria in 1970. Schwomeyer is
the famed author that published nine editions of the
book, Hoosier Hysteria.

Going back in time, high school basketball
caught on in Indiana like no place in the world. The
close proximity of the numerous schools throughout
the state made the sport that much more competitive,
as each school wanted bragging rights over their
neighbor by defeating them in this famed game

called basketball.

Interest in basketball was high and since folks did not travel too far
from home in the early years of the sport communities kept building bigger
and bigger gymnasiums. The gymnasium that Coach John Wooden played in
at Martinsville would seat over 5,000 fans even though the town’s population
was only 4,800. Amazingly the gym had 16 locker rooms, as the community
was in hopes of the state basketball championship games being held in the
town of the artesian springs.

In 1928, Butler University opened the famed Butler Fieldhouse, later to
be named Hinkle Fieldhouse, which was the largest gymnasium in the world
at that time. The same year Muncie opened the Muncie Fieldhouse, which was
the largest high school gymnasium for nearly 30 years. Both facilities are still
in use today and in remarkable condition.

Coach Wooden shared that approximately half of his games, while
playing for Purdue University, were played at Lafayette Jeff High School, as
the school had a larger gym than existed on the West Lafayette campus.
High school basketball continued to be the most popular game of the day
and the transportation limitations kept people relatively close to home.

As the means of transportation continued to improve an increased
interest in the collegiate game began to emerge. The pattern had already
been established by Hoosier high schools, as the universities began to build
bigger and bigger gymnasiums. Hall of Famer Everett Case left his Indiana
roots and migrated to the State of North Carolina. With his encouragement
North Carolina State University opened the famed Reynolds Coliseum, which
seated 12,400 fans. This was the largest gymnasium throughout the entire
“South” for a number of years.

In the mid to late 1940’s the NIT, National Invitational Tournament, was
the major tournament for colleges. Eventually the NCAA, National Collegiate
Athletic Association, began to emerge as the premier collegiate tournament
in the country. The format of play in determining a national champion
masked that of the IHSAA, Indiana High School Athletic Association, state
championship tournament.

High school basketball in Indiana was and is important to the culture
and fiber of the local community. During the 2007-2008 season, it has been
reported that a few schools have sold out the gymnasium by half time of the
junior varsity game. Although this used to be a common occurrence it is re-
freshing to witness it happening once again.

The NCAA basketball tournament has continued to increase in popular-
ity. With the exposure of basketball games on television every night of the
week and the hype that is provided by newspapers, magazines and radio
the collegiate game is BIG. Since the tournament trail occurs in March the
slogan “March Madness” was adopted for the college tournament a few
years ago.

Little did the early organizers of the Indiana high school state basket-
ball tournament know that it would serve as a model for the collegiate game
of today. Likewise, little did Herb Schwomeyer know, as Hoosier Hysteria
gripped basketball fans in the State of Indiana, that “Hoosier Hysteria”
would eventually lead to the creation of a slogan to encompass the colle-
giate game. Once again Indiana set the standard that later emerged
throughout the country.
